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What is a Saint?





If you ask the “man on the street” the above question – or even the man or woman in church – it would be a very safe bet that their answer would sound like this: “Someone who is very kind, and always does good, compassionate, and loving deeds for others.”  Perhaps some of them would place the word “religious” after the word “someone,” but they might not necessarily be able to articulate what it means that someone is “religious.”  However, if you were able to ask the saints themselves the title question, I doubt that their answer would sound like the answer of the man on the street or the person in the church pew.  They would, almost without variation, say something like “a saint is someone whom God has chosen, blessed, and works in and through.”  And they might never even get to talking about the things that they do or have done, so strong is their focus on the Lord who chooses, blesses, and works.  
Oswald Bayer put it this way: 

“Those who are born anew are no longer entangled with themselves.  They are solidly freed from this entanglement, from the self-reflection that always seeks what belongs to itself.  …The passive righteousness of faith tells us: You do not concern yourself at all! [Since] God does what is decisive in us [justifies us and makes us saints], we may live outside ourselves and solely in him.  …we are removed from the judgment of others, or the judgment of ourselves about ourselves…”

What a magnificent freedom indeed!  The only opinion of us that matters is the opinion of God, who says, “Because you are joined to my Son – his life, death and resurrection – you are made holy and just through him.”


Luther always insisted that faith (and justification by faith alone) is of first importance, and without faith, nothing else, no matter how impressive or selfless, could have power to save.     He would write: “This is the reason why our theology is certain: 
it snatches us away from ourselves and places us outside ourselves, so that we do not depend on our own strength, [or] conscience…but…on the promise and truth of God, which cannot deceive.” 


The saints would tell you that love – which is to say, our works of kindness, compassion, etc. – earns us nothing, but only witnesses to the fact that we set all our confidence in God’s mercy toward us; much as a tree’s fruit witnesses to its complete reliance on God’s gifts of soil, rain, sunshine and nutrients.  Remember how Jesus said, “…make the tree good and its fruit good, or make the tree bad and its fruit bad, for the tree is known by its fruit.” [Matt.12:33]  Notice that he did not say “the tree is made good by its fruit,” only that it is known by its fruit.


So, what is a saint?  A tree that has been made good by God, who has made it good by joining it to Christ.  And such a good tree cannot help but bear good fruit.  For again, as Jesus said, “…no good tree bears bad fruit, nor again does a bad tree bear good fruit.” [Matt.7:18 & Luke 6:43]


I tell you the truth, no tree can make itself good by focusing on itself, working on itself, straining and striving to produce its own good fruit.  Only if God the gardener makes the tree good can it ever bear the true good fruit which God brings about.  Such a tree – a saint – rejoices in the freedom of having been chosen by God to bear the good fruit of a tree made good.  The work is His, and so is all the glory!

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Worship Committee Corner
In November there are 2 festival Sundays: All Saints Day and Christ the King.  


All Saints Day:  This is a special day when we remember all people who have passed – those we know and those from every country and every time.  All Saints Day has been celebrated since as early as the 4th century.  It was originally on the day after Pentecost and then on various days to remember the Christian martyrs.  Pope Gregory III who was pope from 731 to 741 expanded it to include all saints at a dedication ceremony for a new chapel in St. Peter’s church in Rome.  Yes, it started as a Roman Catholic celebration but now several protestant churches also celebrate it.  In the Lutheran Church we celebrate it on the first Sunday after the 1st of November.  The saints are all who Christ has claimed as his own by his work, not by ours when he died and rose to give us eternal life.  We at Christus remember all members who passed during the year (from November 1 to November 1) along will all saints of all time and places. 


Christ the King Sunday:  Christ the King Sunday is celebrated on the last day of the liturgical year (the Sunday before Advent).  It celebrates Christ’s kingship as messiah and his rule as the only king over all of creation. It began by Pope Pius XI in 1925 because of the spread of fascism leading to World War I and to remind people that Christ is the true king.  It was celebrated on the last day in October until 1969 when Pope Paul VI realized it was the same day as the Lutheran Reformation.  The ecumenical movement of the 50’s and 60’s brought Christians (Roman Catholics and Protestants) together as they remembered Jesus prayer “that they all may be one”.  After that Protestants began celebrating Christ the King on the last day of the liturgical year.  We celebrate Christ as king not only in the new kingdom but here on earth as the one in control of all kings, rulers, and persons.
