Justice, Mercy and Compassion...

“When God saw what they did, how they turned from their evil way, God relented of the disaster that he had said he would do to them, and he did not do it” (Jonah 3:10, ESV).  
This angered Jonah greatly!  Jonah suspected ahead of time that God might do this, which is why he ran away (Jonah 4:2) when the Lord gave him the message to announce God’s judgment against Nineveh.  
I must tell you that it was quite a distance that Jonah was running.  Joppa was on the far eastern side of the Mediterranean Sea.  Tarshish was on the western side of the coast of Spain bordering the Atlantic Ocean.  That is approximately 2,200 miles away!  That would be the distance from Atlanta to Los Angeles.  That is a good distance in an airplane but what about a small ship with no power but sails?  Now the distance from Joppa to Nineveh is approximately 700 miles.  In essence Jonah ran as far away as he could in the opposite direction. 

Why run that far away?  Several commentaries and some other research tell that the Ninevites were a tough group of people with horrendous, torturous methods.  If anyone was far from the Lord, these people were. So, Jonah ran:

· Because he did not want to go into that snake pit

· He knew God might show mercy and save them.

Have you ever felt like you needed to make things right with a coworker even though your coworker was at fault?  Have you ever felt that going to a new city would cure all your problems?  Have you ever felt that God didn’t know what he was doing or didn’t understand?  Have you ever felt that these people that have hurt you didn’t deserve to be let off the hook?

Have you ever thought, “The world would be a better place if only God would destroy __________?  There may be a few of you that can admit that you have thought this.  But many have considered this and wish not to admit it.  Think about it: “…if God would get rid of the world powers that threaten the safety of our nation; the criminals who kill without conscience; the doctors who terminate life rather than protect it; the political and social activists who murder for their cause; the parents who abuse and even murder their own children; the world would be so much better.”
Jonah wanted revenge and justice upon the evildoers in Ninevah.  Do we also say or think that so-and-so should get what’s coming to them, because justice needs to be served?  We want revenge!  Why doesn’t God intervene?  And when He does, we wonder, “Why does God do good to bad people?”

Jonah longed to see God’s mercy withheld from his enemies.  He wanted justice.  However, God saw the Ninevites as lost, desperate, without hope, spiritually foolish, in need of mercy, and worthy of saving.  And God showed His mercy and grace to the people in Nineveh because “they believed God’s message through Jonah, from the greatest to the least, they declared a fast and put on burlap to show their sorrow” (vs. 5).  They heard God’s words and believed.

So, what does God’s justice look like?  Let us imagine it as a court case.  All the evidence of a murderer’s misdeeds are set before him and the judge.  What is the just verdict?  Well, of course he must pay for his crimes, which, depending on the state, is death or life imprisonment.  As you stand in God’s court, with all your sins in thought, word, and deed set before you and the Judge, God—even hatred, which in thought is to have already killed (1 John 3:15)-what is the just verdict for all you’ve thought, said, and done?  It is eternal death; that is, life imprisonment in Hell.

But God doesn’t leave us in that state of condemnation.  Something remarkable happened.  Jesus stepped forward and said, “I have not committed a single sin—not a single crime” (2 Cor. 5:21)!  And “being found in human form, humbled himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross” (Phil. 2:8).  That is what Christ did “for you”.  He “bore our sins in his body on the tree, that we might die to sin and live to righteousness.  By his wounds you have been healed” (1 Peter 2:24).  So, we have been “justified by his grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus” (Romans 3:24).  
You may think that it is unfair that an innocent man died for the guilt of others, yet God saw that it was just.  “But God, being rich in mercy, because of the great love with which he loved us, even when we were dead in our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ—by grace you have been saved” (Eph. 2:4-5).  So, when we hear of God’s justice, look at the cross, and be reminded that Jesus did this “for you” out of mercy and compassion!

Worship Committee Corner
The worship committee is starting a short column about things pertaining to Lutheran worship and devotion. These articles will probably not be heard in sermons. They will answer questions you might have about the theology of the church and its worship. Please feel free to give us any questions that might not occur to us. This month we are explaining the lectionary.

 The Lectionary

   Each month in the Herald, there are Bible readings assigned for each day, not just Sundays.  Have you ever wondered how these readings were determined?  Most Lutherans, as well as many other Christian denominations use what is called a “lectionary.”  A lectionary is a collection of readings or selections from Scripture, arranged and intended either for proclamation in Sunday worship or for daily Bible reading and study.

   For Sundays, the lectionary includes an Old Testament reading followed by a Psalm which is intended to serve as a congregation response or meditation on that reading.  Next is an Epistle lesson (literally, “letter”), and then a lesson from one of the four Gospels, both of which are often intended to relate to the Old Testament lesson.  A 3-year cycle was established around 1969, with each year focusing on one of the three “synoptic” (meaning “seeing together”) Gospels: Matthew, Mark, and Luke.  This lectionary was assigned an “A, B, C” form, in which Matthew was year A, Mark year B, and Luke year C.  Readings from John’s Gospel (which differs noticeably from the other three) are occasionally included in all three years.  The first Sunday of the lectionary year is the first Sunday of Advent, and the lectionary year ends in late November with “Christ the King” Sunday, anticipating His eventual and ultimate exaltation as King over all things for all eternity.  Many denominations use this lectionary year in and year out.  Our particular version (published by LCMC publishing house, SOLA Publications) is based on the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod Lectionary, but also has several minor differences.

   But what about those daily readings in the Herald?  Well, that lectionary is a 2-year cycle, and is taken from our Lutheran Book of Worship, although it is borrowed from the Moravian tradition.  The Moravian church formed in the early years of the Protestant Reformation, and is closely related to Lutheranism. (It takes its name from the area known as Moravia, in modern day Czech Republic) So when you read and meditate on the daily readings, you can be sure that you are joining a large group of people around the world doing just the same thing. By regularly reading the texts assigned by the lectionary, you will get a deeper understanding of the four Gospels and how they relate to the Old Testament as well as to many of the letters and other New Testament writings.  They will surely give you much to think about every day.
